Discussion

In intrauterine maceration, the skull vault bones may partly overlap each other. This is called as Spalding’s sign and is also detectable by X Ray examination before the birth of the dead fetus 

Comments

Maceration is a process of aseptic autolysis of a fetus dead in utero. It occurs when the dead fetus remains in the utero for 3 to 4 days surrounded by liquor amnii but with exclusion of air. It does not occur if the dead fetus is born within 24 hours. It is characterized by softening and degeneration of tissues. The process is aseptic because the fetus being enclosed in the membranes is in a sterile condition.

Tips

Mummification results when death of a fetus occurs from deficient supply of blood or when liquor amnii is scanty and when no air has entered the uterus. In this condition the fetus is dried up and shriveled.

Buccal penile   (Ref: R - 363)

Buccal coitus is one of the unnatural sexual acts prohibited under 

section 377 IPC (the others being sodomy / buggery / bestiality / 

lesbianism). Buccal - vaginal intercourse is called  “cunnilingus”. 

Penile-anal intercourse is termed sodomy when homosexual, 

buggery when homosexual, paederasty when the victim/passive 

agent is a child and child is known as catamite.

Exhibitionism  (Ref: R - 363)

Exhibitionism is a type of sexual deviation in which the affected 

person (almost exclusively male) subconsciously identifies himself 

with the female sex, then reassures himself of his male sexuality by 

exposing his genitalia to another (usually a well endowed female) in 

order to achieve sexual arousal and orgasm. It is compulsorily 

punishable under IPC.

Masochism  (Ref: R - 330)

This is a peculiar type of hanging where the victims are usually 

young males who derive sexual pleasure from partial compression 

of the blood vessels of the neck. Since there is a fine line between 

the compression necessary to produce sexual pleasure and that  

which produces unconsciousness, unexpected accidental death may 

occur. Sexual asphyxia can also occur with transvestism.
